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SPRING UNIFORM

BOYS

e A white polo shirt (tucked in) with the school insignia from the uniform company.
A white T-shirt may be worn under the polo shirt. No other color T-shirt may be
worn

e Khaki walking shorts or khaki pants from the uniform company
White sneakers with white socks or crew socks that are visible (one of two
narrow-not wide-colored stripes on the sneakers is ok) worn with white socks
No mixing or matching the spring uniform with the winter uniform
No faddish or extreme hairstyles; no unusual coloring of hair; no symbols shaved
into the hair

e Boys: hair is to be neat and well-groomed; hair may not be spiked or bushy; hair
is not to extend past the shirt collar or cover the eyes; no facial hair is allowed;
sideburns may ONLY be mid-ear in length; boys may not wear ponytails of any
length.

e No visible body piercing or tattoos

GIRLS

e Blue spring skirt from the uniform company. Skirts cannot be more than 2 inches
above the kneecap
White polo shirt (tucked in) with the school insignia from the uniform company

o White sneakers with white socks or crew socks that are visible (one of two
narrow-not wide-colored stripes on the sneakers is ok) worn with white socks

e No mixing or matching the spring uniform with the winter uniform

e Minimal jewelry and makeup are allowed; no glitter makeup or black/dark nail
polish

e Simple chains may be worn around the neck-under the shirt
No visible body piercing or tattoos; a simple individual small earring is allowed for
each ear

e Jewelry with un-Christian symbols is NOT allowed
No faddish or extreme hairstyles; no unusual coloring of hair; no symbols shaved
into the hair
